RIDER EDUCATION

Did you see the deer, dear?

cooler, the days shorter and the leaves radiate

vibrant colors. It is also the time of year when
we have the greatest risk of hitting a deer. They
can be seen most between dusk and dawn, when
they come out from their hiding places to graze on
the tender grass along the roadsides. Deer are
social beings that congregate in herds. So, if you
see one deer, expect more to be nearby, usually
close behind the leader.

I t is that time of year when the air is a little

Deer tend to cross roadways in the same
locations, using familiar routes to navigate
through their territory. Highway departments
attempt to warn motorists of these areas by posting
signs in locations where an exceptionally high
number of collisions occur. It should also be
obvious that you are riding in an area with heavy
deer collisions when you see a carcass lying on the
shoulder or telltale bloodstains on the roadway.

So, what can we do to prevent a deer collision?
Some avoid riding when deer are most active, but
that isn’t always feasible. Some people tout the
effectiveness of deer whistles, saying that the
ultrasonic sound waves will alert the deer and
scare them away. And how can you know if the
whistle is working if you can’t hear it? There is
also the problem of correctly mounting the
whistles to meet the manufacture’s directions.
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Deer whistles may give you a false sense of
security that can make riders less vigilant while in
deer territory. We believe that the best course of
action is to get out of the way of hazards, instead
of relying on devices that ask hazards to move out
of our way.

Some say honk your horn if you encounter a deer
or other animal, to scare them away. It is difficult
to predict what they will do when spooked by a
car or motorcycle. Deer seem to jump straight
ahead in the direction they are pointed, then dart
about a zigzag pattern to evade possible capture.

The best solution to avoid hitting a deer is to
slow down and cover your brakes when traveling
through rural areas in the late afternoon or early
morning. Take deer warning signs seriously when
you see them. Actively scan the roadsides for any
suspicious shapes or movements. Co-Riders
should be doing the same thing; the rider can’t
scan everything all the time. Your high beam
and running lights will help light up the landscape
at night, but deer fur doesn’t reflect much light.
However, deer eyes do reflect light, similar to
roadside reflectors. Just remember roadside
reflectors don’t blink.

It’s smart to keep your fingers curled around the
front brake lever when riding in deer country, to
reduce reaction time. When you spot a deer of
any other animal near the roadway it’s best to
brake immediately, even if the animal doesn’t

appear to be startled. Deer seem to ignore threats
until you get very close, then they suddenly take
flight. A slower speed will allow more time for
the animal to escape, s shorter braking distance,
and reduced impact force if you guess wrong. Is
swerving a good evasive tactic for avoiding a
deer? The problem with swerving to avoid a
collision requires knowing which way the animal
is going to jump, and as suggested earlier, deer are
rather unpredictable. Experts recommend that
motorists avoid swerving, because colliding with
another vehicle, a tree or some other roadside
object may be worse than striking a deer.
